We have 7,467 students enrolled in undergraduate programs this spring:  6,854 are in the day school 

divisions and 613 are in our undergraduate evening and part-time programs. 

 

Our graduate student enrollment this spring is 7,051 which includes 6,343students in the day school 

divisions and professional programs, and 708 students in evening and part-time programs at the 

graduate level.
